Joseph Staunton Craig (Craig G7)

The Valley was very greatly shocked to hear last Monday of the sudden death of Joseph Staunton Craig, son of Mr. and Mrs. George L. Craig of Bank Street. The young man had returned from a short furlough on Sunday, September 29th, from the Cloyne School, Newport, to which he had been assigned for further training after having passed his examination for ensign in the U. S. Naval Reserves.

He was born in Old Allgheny City on February 21, 1895. He graduated from St. Luke's College at Wayne near Philadelphia, three years ago and entered the Univesity of Pittsbugh as a Freshman in September, 1915. At the end of his Sophomore year he enlisted in the United States Navel Reserve. During his sophomore year he was the assistant football manager of the univeristy football team and was elected manager for the next year, but could not serve on account of enlisting in the naval service.

Funeral servies were held on Wednesday afternoon at the family residence, and interment made in the Sewickley cemetery.

He is survived by his father and mother, one sister, Miss Sarah McWhinney Craig of Ogontz school, and two brothers, Albert Burchfield Craig, an ensign in the United States Naval Reserve, and George L. Craig, Jr., of the United States Naval Reserve at Wissahiekon Barricks, Cape May, N.J.
